NO Religious Education Classes this Sunday at
10:30 AM. Classes Resume Sunday, Jan. 10.
Activity For The Christmas Season
Christmas may have come and gone, but the Christmas
Season continues until January 3 when we celebrate
Epiphany. The days between Christmas and when the
Three Kings, or Wise Men, visited the baby Jesus
constitute the Christmas Season. This is the origin of
the song, “The Twelve Days of Christmas.” Each of the
song’s 12 gifts represents a part of our faith. For
example, the two turtledoves symbolize the Old
Testament temple offering made by the poorest people
in Israel. It was the offering made by Mary and Joseph
when Jesus was presented in the temple. (Luke 2:24)
The three French hens symbolize the three Wise Men.
The four calling birds stand for the four Major Prophets
who foretold Jesus’ coming, and the four evangelists
who proclaimed his message. Have family members
research the meaning behind each of the 12 gifts and

sing the song often with new understanding.
