At this First 

Scrutiny, our elect will be presented with the Creed, 

which recalls the wonderful deeds of God for the 

salvation of humankind. It is appropriate that we reflect 

along with our Elect upon the gift of salvation we have 

received through the suffering, death and resurrection 

of Jesus Christ.
