Online Child Safety

In June 2000, a study titled “Online Victimization” was
conducted for the U.S. Department of Justice. In the
study, a national sampling of children found that
approximately one in five children had received a sexual
solicitation or approach over the Internet in the previous
year. One in four children on the Internet had unwanted
exposure to naked people or people having sex in the
previous year. One in 33 children had received an
aggressive sexual solicitation — a solicitor who asked to
meet them somewhere, called them on the telephone, or
sent them mail, money, or gifts. Today, even more
children in the United States are online; undoubtedly, if
a national sampling of children was to be interviewed
now, these numbers would be even higher. As pervasive
and tempting as the Internet can be, it is essential for
parents, teachers, and members of the clergy to be
knowledgeable and fluent in both the negative and the
positive aspects of the Internet. Parents, teachers, and
members of the clergy must speak very openly about
online child safety issues.
