Traditional Filipino Flores de Mayo  

& Santacruzan

     In our Catholic tradition, the month of May is 

known by all to be that of the Blessed Virgin Mary.  

During this time, many cultures celebrate this known 

tradition with various cultural festivities.  Food, song 

and dance, and faithful prayer vigils in honor of our 

Blessed Mother are among these festive occasions.  

In the Filipino culture, none can be more festive than 

the celebration of Flores de Mayo. 

     This custom started after the proclamation of the 

dogma of the Immaculate Conception in 1854 of the 

devotional Flores de Maria.   

     The festivities of Flores de Mayo commemorate 

the search for the Holy Cross where Jesus was nailed, 

led by Queen Helena herself.  After the Cross was 

found in Jerusalem, it was brought back to Rome and 

with it a joyful celebration where young girls were 

enshrined as “May Queens”.  Dressed in their finery, 

these little Queens would walk under flower arches 

and lighted candles, each bringing flower offerings to 

the church while singing prayerful songs. 

     This whole month of flower offerings were indeed 

special as it culminates with the celebration of 

Santacruzan – a one day procession led by the priest.  

This procession, in honor of the Blessed Virgin 

Mary, consisted of biblical and allegorical figures.    

These figures represent the various incarnations of 

the Virgin Mary – such as  Reyna de Las Estrellas 

(Queen of the Stars), who carries a wand topped by a 

star; Rosa Mystica, (Queen of Roses), who carries a 

bouquet of Roses; and Reyna del Cielo (Queen of 

Heaven), who carries a bouquet of white lilies. 

     The most significant member of the procession is 

the Reyna Elena who holds a cross.  She is 

accompanied by Emperor Constantine – traditionally 

a young boy. 

     This Filipino tradition of Queen of May Festival is 

more than 100 years old.  Filipino communities and 

associations worldwide celebrate the Santacruzan 

with the same pageantry as the townsfolk in their 

homeland. 

